I: Introductions were made.
II: Community Dialogue issue:

Discussed importance of letting families know what is going on budget-wise with OMRDD and to garner their ideas and opinions as to how the very limited monies that are “fluid” might best be spent.

Patty Herrmann and Diane Nappa will work on setting up two focus groups of six to eight people who will meet in the early months of 2010. A DSO representative will initiate the discussion with some background about where OMRDD’s budget is and why, and also cover the topics of Community Habilitation and Consolidated Supports and Services. One group will discuss adult issues/priorities and the other will discuss children’s issues/priorities.  

III: Survey Results-Discussion

Per Mat Roosa, there was very little response to the workforce retention Survey Monkey questionnaire. Therefore, we will change the priority from workforce retention to workforce training. Is it possible for agencies that hold required trainings (beyond what SWAP already provides) to share those trainings with other agencies? Are there other ways to maximize resources and share trainings? 

IV: 2010 Work Plan Priorities

V: CNYDSO Update:

Tom Nelson:

· The CNYDSO is waiting to hear from Albany regarding the payment for necessary changes needed as ARC assumes the duties of running the certified residence (CR) previously run by Loretto. If the monies are to be paid out of the CNY DSO’s allotted budget amount it will certainly put constraints on any spending for new services. The hope is that Albany will pick up the tab.
· Community Options is waiting for a response from the hearing officer regarding the proposal to open a certified IRA in the town of Onondaga.

· Enable has poured the cement for the slab for the IRA in the Town of Van Buren. Four females who are aging out of residential school placements will reside in the home. 

· Spaulding wants to relocate its guesthouse and has identified a house.
· Viable programs continue to be: Individualized Supports and Services (ISS); Consolidated Supports and Services (CSS); Supported Employment; Family Care; and Medicaid Service Coordination (MSC) and Plan of Care Support Services (PCSS). Agency Executives will be receiving letters from John Gleason explaining limits/direction of MSC/PCSS.   The service models listed are those for which control of the base allocation funds have recently transferred from Central Office to the DSO.
VI: 2010 DD Sub-Committee Meeting Schedule

So that all current members will be able to attend this meeting on a regular basis, we agreed to change the meeting date from the second Friday of each month to the 1st Friday of each month (except for the January 8th meeting, which will be held on the 2nd Friday of the month).

VIII: Announcements

Jennifer Parmalee announced that Onondaga County has been awarded a six-year $9,000,000 System of Care grant. The idea is to use a cross systems approach to plan with the family for an individual child’s needs within the community. The grant will focus on children and youth ages 0-21 and will support the hiring of additional parent partners and some director level positions.

Patty Herrmann announced that there will be an RFP coming out to support those with autism who have the need of crisis intervention and/or behavioral supports.
