II: County Update:

Mat Roosa: 

· Onondaga County:  Generally speaking things look good; pretty stable with a solid budget. Don’t yet know final decision on County Contracts.
III: CNYDSO Update:

· Tom Nelson was not in attendance but will be at the next meeting on March 5th.

IV: Committee Reports: 

· There were no reports.

V:  Announcements:

· Prudence participated in a conference call yesterday to discuss Day Hab rates. Complicated process with 2½ % cut to operating expenses excluding property. A specific formula is used to calculate the reductions. Biggest cuts will be to transportation.

· Bob Goodfellow discussed frustration with COLA applications to only DD staff and not to those who care for people with Mental Health issues, since TLS serves both populations. Would prefer to be given the money and let the agency decide how to apply it.

· Nicole reported that she met with Patricia Maiden and Sarah Wall Bollinger to better gage the needs of staff training. Prudence talked about the SWAP providing required trainings, and agencies sharing trainings. Prudence will meet with SWAP and report back to this committee. We also discussed a possible Community Foundation grant for a start-up but this would not satisfy the annualized on-going need for training. Mat is willing to help put together a survey, if needed.
· Patti Herrmann reported on the sub-focus group meetings held at Casey’s Place on January 12, 2010.  Tom Nelson gave an overview to 20 participants to explain OMRDD fiscal issues and challenges to funding. The participants then broke into two groups. One for adult issues and the other for children’s issues. Participants were given the following four questions:

1) What is most important to you and your families?


2) What do you see as priorities for the DD Community based on available resources?


3) What are the current needs?


4) Are there natural supports and community networking available?
