I: Introductions were made.

II: CNYDSO Update:

Tom Nelson:

· Lynette O’Brien has been named the Deputy Director of Operations for CNY DSO. There could possibly another Deputy Director position posted soon.

· 2010 reductions of state aid money through Onondaga County have been recommended. These reductions will affect Day Training, Long–term Sheltered Employment and a few other programs. 

· Need clarification on how to apply the Health Care Enhancements. If an agency has questions, please call the contact in Albany who originally sent the information packet to you. 

· Requests for Proposals for Intensive Behavioral Services will be going out. 

· John Gleason met with representatives from agencies that provide MSC on March 15th. The meeting was well attended and provided an opportunity for agencies to strategize on caseload rearrangement possibilities connected with the impending 18% reduction.  

III:  Committee Reports:

Patti Herrmann reported that the RFP process for the FSS monies (to address behavioral crisis needs/autism) is on schedule. The Services Review Committee reviewed 29 proposals from four counties. 

Patti also said that the committee has been asked to do focus groups on MSC. 

IV: Announcements:

Doug Merritt announced that Hillside is leaning toward not delivering Residential Habilitation beyond December 2010 due to the reduction in reimbursement rates.

V: Discussion 

1) Julie Wheeler asked,  “If all of the 20 slots in Arise’s Day Hab are filled, may the agency add more people by using transitional monies? Tom Nelson said the agency could do this. Julie also asked if people graduating in 2010 could fill two of the open slots in the program. Tom answer was yes. 

2) Questions remain on the upcoming Intensive Behavioral Services Requests for Proposals. Tom Nelson said that although the deadline for questions has past, it is all right to continue to ask questions. The attending subcommittee members agreed that they would like publication of the questions and answers regarding this project.
