I: Introductions were made.

II: CNYDSO Update:

Tom Nelson:

· Liberty Resources and Enable responded to an RFP (Request for Proposals) and have been chosen to provide Intensive Behavioral Services in the homes of a limited number of individuals who live with their families. Families may request this service from the DSO (Point person to be determined). The DSO will make the referrals to the two agencies. 

· MSC redesign still continues; there is nothing definitive at this point but still looking at an October 1, 2010 implementation date. (There is some talk on having a single rate for a unit of service and then agencies bill different numbers of units per year based on an individual’s living situation. This concept would have to be approved and ironed out.) 

· Any individual who qualifies for MSC is able to get MSC. If voluntary agencies can not accommodate a request to provide MSC, the individual/family may call Jeff Beal at the DSO who will make sure that the person receives MSC. Jeff’s number is (315) 425-5386.

· At Home Res Hab conversion to Community Hab will take place in November 2010. 

· John Gleason is putting together a stake-holders meeting to Discuss “Portability” (an individual taking his/her services/units of service to another agency or keeping the units at the same agency but using them in an individualized plan). 

· The Enable IRA for women in Baldwinsville is up and running.

· Community Options’ Oak Hollow to Rosemary move has been approved by OMRDD Commissioner. However, the town of Onondaga is still against the residence and is suing OMRDD to attempt to stop the move.

· Community Options’ Midler IRA is on track. Three individuals moving out of residential schools with “aging out—transition money” are slated to move into the residence.

· Toomey Meadowbrook in DeWitt is converting to an IRA.

· Spaulding Support Services is relocating the South Ave respite site to Beattie Rd. It will accommodate one additional individual.

· Tom gave an overview of Consolidated Supports and Services (CSS). At the meeting on June 18th three parents on the DD subcommittee whose children are participants in CSS will speak about their CSS plans. 

III:  County (Mat Roosa):

· Mat asked for input and discussion around the County’s OMRDD goal of Balancing the OMRDD Services Portfolio.

IV: Budget Concerns 

· Liz Nolan, Hillside, talked about the difficulty of continuing to provide Res Hab to 27 individuals in Onondaga County once the reduced reimbursement rates go into effect. She will work with Mat Roosa to compose a letter asking Onondaga County Commissioner, Bob Long, to intercede with the State on Hillside’s behalf. 
V: Discussion

· We discussed the possibility of the DD Sub-Committee meeting every other month rather than monthly due to the slow-down of services and rarely any committee reports. We will decide this at our September meeting.

· Exceptional Family Resources is moving from the James Street location to 1820 Lemoyne Ave, Syracuse, NY 13208.

· Arise has one after-school respite opportunity in Chittenango.

· Arise has some openings in its “aging-out” (of high school) Day and Residential programs.
