Welcome/Agenda Review
Tim opened the meeting at 12:10.  Because of several guests attending today’s meeting, Tim asked everyone to introduce themselves.

Meeting Minutes
March 2nd meeting minutes were accepted as written.

DD Sub-Committee Report
Steve said that Mat Roosa’s report regarding the 2009 Work Plan would probably cover what was discussed at the last DD Sub-Committee meeting but added that there are five areas the Sub-Committee had named as priorities as a result of the focus groups:

1) Staff development training and recruitment

2) Development of respite services

3) Residential housing options

4) Development of flexible day programs

5) Increasing outreach to families and consumers

Aggie added that funding for program proposals had also been a topic for discussion.  Steve also added that the Developmental Services Office Opportunity Advisement Council (OAC) reviews requests for proposals which is a new process by the DSO.  Sara added that the ruling by the DSO is that agencies now can’t fill a certified bed without the DSO’s prior approval.
Recap/Report on Motivational Interviewing of Local Agency Personnel
Tim reported that this had been conducted through his agency – CNY Health Systems.  This was a federal grant to provide technical support to minorities regarding HIV and AIDS.  A core group of five Individuals were trained to train others.  Supervisors from Liberty Resources, Onondaga Case Management Services, ARISE, the AIDS Center at Upstate Medical University, and AIDS Community Resources also received training.  One of the outcomes identified was the need for enhanced training.  Sara asked if the people interviewed were HIV positive?  Tim said the training was not restricted to that population.  One half of those trained are not even involved with HIV, but might have clients who are HIV positive.  The evaluation process was positive and there are requests for more training.
CSB Member Recruitment

Mat called attention to the fact that new people are coming to the Community Services Board meeting.  Today, Cynthia Hunter is attending who has already submitted a letter of interest and a resume.  Sara Wall-Bollinger and Cynthia are awaiting confirmation by the County Executive’s office.  Mat said we are looking for diversity in our membership – having members who can come to the meetings and share their insights.  Mat added that anyone who is interested in becoming a member can contact him regarding the application process.

Impact of Decrease in OMRDD, OMH, and OASAS Local Assistance
Mat apologized that unfortunately he had run out of time to prepare a report on this because of all the work being done on submitting the County’s 2009 Plan. He will get the information to the members via email sometime during the next week.  As far as he knows there is no huge late breaking information.
OCDMH 2009 Work Plan
Mat gave a Power Point presentation and distributed copies of the presentation and also a copy of Early 2009 Community Planning Exercises which summarizes planning exercises conducted by the Onondaga County Dept. of Mental Health in order to gather data and opinions from a range of community stake holders.  Mat said that planning for this happens all year long with data gathering and working with recipients.  He proceeded to highlight items in the second handout.   Discussion followed.
Questions/Suggestions/Observations:

Suggestion: Sara – add as a future strategy, training primary care physicians so that they can prescribe psychiatric prescriptions.
Question:  Karen – what percentage of psychiatric nurse practitioner graduates are from this community?  Mat answered that it looks like a large percentage are local.
Question:  Tim – is the Office of Mental Health survey open ended?  Mat said, yes.

Observation:  Sarah M. said it looked like natural supports are very high on alternatives to CPEP. Mat responded that yes, they want a place to meet for peer groups.

Observation:  Sara W.  added regarding the natural supports, it is always good to have someone to call to give you support, but as far as psychiatric issues, the clubhouse approach works too.
Other Business
Norm announced he is working on getting a committee together to discuss alternative type treatments.  It was suggested he contact Sheila Legacy.  He also gave a presentation to the Sr. VP at St. Joseph’s about a wellness center.  Mat suggested he contact Carole Hayes-Collier and Sheila Legacy who are working on this.
Steve announced there will be an OMRDD forum on June 8th at 3:30 at the CNY DSO Auditorium.

The meeting was adjourned at 1:30 p.m.
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
