I. Introductions were made.

II. DSO Update:

Tom Nelson:

· CNY DSO is working with Central Office to draw down money for day services for those aging out of high school. Two agencies, Arise and H.O.M.E., Inc, sent in requests to provide programming. 

· Community Options is proposing a residential move from Oak Hollow to Rosemary Drive in the town of Onondaga. The town is objecting and has requested a review by a hearing sight selection officer.

· L’Arche has started a small day hab program and has opened the Croyden Ave. IRA (Same residents who previously used ISS funds to support the home in a different location.)

· The Opportunity Advisory Committee (OAC) is setting priorities. One priority is to clean up the CLIP (Community Living Intake Process) list to determine current residential needs. Another is to use funding to increase employment.

· Three agencies that answered last year’s RFP on respite have been granted funding for programs: Arise—after school program; Jowonio—increase in staff; EFR—Expand Project Explore and Take a Break programs.

      III CON—Joan Davis, Developmental Service Office 

Joan provided residential updates for the eight CNY DSO counties. Thirty-Five projects are now down to 16. Most of these involve relocating people who are currently in residential placements.

       IV:  Work Plan:

Planning a Community Dialogue

Mat led a discussion to plan some dialogue with families focusing on both those aging out of high school regardless of where they reside, and those aging out of school-based residential placements who will be returning to their communities. This could entail planning two separate dialogues. Tom Nelson suggested that talks should include self-determination. Tom will provide 2010/2011 CLIP list information for our next meeting. 

Staff Certification

CNY Training Coalition does not provide certification trainings. There is an on-line training available that some agencies are utilizing. Steve Russell will provide information regarding the cost of the training and satisfaction results. Kaymarie will contact Prudence York for information on SWAP training.

    V. Continuity of Care Work Group
