	Community Knowledge of “Person Centered Planning “ (PCP)
	Mat reviewed the results of the OCDMH 2007 Planning Survey.  A handout showed that nearly half of all recipients who participated in the survey had never heard of PCP.  It was agreed that the probable cause is lack of “language” that emphasizes the model being used.  

	Consider ways to promote common language.   Providers should talk more about PCP without labeling.

	Choosing a provider 

focus group
	On a fact finding mission for the Western New York Care Coordination Program (WNYCCP), Mat conducted a focus group meeting with nine recipients and family members.  The goal was to find out what information would be helpful in choosing a provider.  A handout with the results was distributed, and committee members were asked to review the results.  More recipient feedback is needed.  
	Discussion led to consideration of a potential “Consumer Guide to Interviewing Potential Providers”.  Mat is interested in receiving e-mails pertaining to what type of questions might be considered for such a guide.
Creating a steering committee to assist recipients in making a choice might be another option, as well as the idea of increased case management.


	Person Centered Planning (PCP)
	The committee discussed promoting PCP training to direct supervisors, chemical dependency providers, and NAMI peers and families.
	

	Evidence Based Practice in Chemical Dependency
(EBP in CD)
	Four chemical dependency providers, along with OCDMH, have started a learning collaborative geared toward process improvement, and implementation of EBP in CD.
	

	Personal Health Advantage Plan Update
(PHAP)
	A copy of the proposal to pilot test PHAP was distributed. Sharon shared some thoughts on the PHAP draft.  She explained that the area’s which need more clarification, are advocacy, peer mentoring, behavioral, chronic illness and dual recovery.  Christine and others felt that the three month average length for care coordination was too short, and that the 5% estimate of the populations who would need ongoing intensive care coordination was too small.  The appropriateness of these estimates was also viewed to be dependant on the other services/supports that are in place.   A consensus opinion also described the value of including peers as the providers of basic care coordination.
	Mat will address these concerns with the PHAP committee.

	Length of Stay analysis


	A copy of the multi-county case management study, done by WNY, was distributed.  Observations and issues generated by the study were discussed.
