	Update on meetings with OMH & OASAS
	Adele shared a summary of the meetings held on February 3.  

· The first was attended by reps from the project Counties, OASAS and OMH.  The purpose of the meeting was for OASAS to explore ways in which to work with the WNY*CCP project.  OASAS expressed interest in cooperating with the mission, and shared it’s views on managed care and their concern that the focus should be behavioral health driven for both MH & CD.   The OASAS representatives also expressed interest in the Peer & Family Advisory Group, and plan to send a representative to the steering committee meetings.
· A meeting at OMH followed.  County Directors, Representatives from OMH and Beacon were in attendance.  Approval was given for moving forward and signing a contract with Beacon.  Anticipated date for contract implementation is March 1.
	First Steps: Beacon will meet with both the steering committee and provider group on March 17.  The Peer & Family Advisory Group will be invited to attend the steering committee meeting as well. Discussion will include work plan efforts and answering any questions presented by the two groups.

	Pay for Performance (PFP)
	Active in Monroe and Erie Counties, PFP has helped toward implementing a good managed care program with Beacon.  Due to budgetary concerns, the Department is not currently pursuing the PFP project, and will turn its focus to the new Clinic Assess Project (CAP) which is parallel to the Evidence Based Practice in CD project.
	

	Person Centered Planning Training
	There is currently no budgeted funding, so there will once again be a fee charged for attendance.  Along with ways in which to maintain and support current trainers and trainer candidates, cost concerns for peers and some agencies were discussed.
Supervisory training will be offered again this year; prior completion of levels one and two is the prerequisite for attending this training.
	OCDMH may be able to fund a small amount of scholarships for this training.
