	Training and Education
Update
	Level three Person Centered Planning has just been completed.  Carole expressed her excitement at the interest and input being expressed by Hutchings in-patient staff.  Mary elaborated on the positive atmosphere among the IP staff.  Mary is looking for a measurement tool to use in the IP unit.
WNY*CCP has recently approved funding for another round of PCP training sessions.  Adele also indicated that certified trainers can contract out of the six county area to provide training.  There would be a fee to cover the training materials as well.  

PCP training has evolved since its inception.  Committee members believe that those people originally trained in the practices would benefit from a refresher which would focus on the context of recovery, a piece that was originally missing from the core curriculum.
A conversation around how to cross reference initiatives that participate in person centered practices warrants further discussion.
	Adele recently received a copy of a measurement tool that appears to address key areas of PCP success; she will send a copy to Mary.
The committee will present the idea of a second round of PCP training to the Education and Training Committee, next week.

This idea will be presented to the Education and Training Committee for consideration.

	Peer and Family
	In an effort to bring together the Peer & Family group members with the efforts of this committee, the P & F meeting has been moved to the same day, meeting just prior to the CCP Local Advisory Committee.  
The Peer & Family group has been reviewing the Guiding Principals as proposed for the Personal Health Advantage Plan (PHAP).   Concerns were expressed about wording and the committee discussed ways in which this could be resolved without delaying the much anticipated PHAP.
	To bridge these two groups, Mat will attend the end of each P & F meeting, and members from the P & F group have been invited to join the Local CCP meeting.
