	Updates from OMH Planning Forums
	· At the recent hearings, held at Hutchings Psychiatric Center, Commissioner Hogan spoke about the system as a whole; recipients are “better, but not well.  He spoke highly of the efforts of the WNY*CCP.
Other Highlights:

· Housing issues should be addressed in a broader sense, expand ideas, and look beyond OMH Licensed housing.
· Unemployment issues need more attention.

· Commissioner Hogan also spoke about connections and ideas for health care, Swarm Theory as written by Peter Miller, and the importance of data sharing between OMH & Counties/Providers.

	Mat distributed handouts re: Single Service Plans, and Basic Care Coordination Pilots.  Christine reviewed the material with the group.
The Single Service Plan (SSP) Pilot focuses on five individuals with ICM.  The group also discussed using peers as the BCC, assisting consumers through the transition from ICM/SCM to BCC.  There are approximately 20 to 30 in residential setting that will serve in the same role.  Updates and information sharing continues to be a challenge.
