	Overview of NYS Budget
	State legislators have been contacted in efforts to avert a $400,000 reduction in State funding.  While costs continue to increase, revenue could decline mainly due to a decrease in sales tax income,.  There is 23M in proposed cuts for Onondaga County. 

OASAS may be expected to take a 1.4% reduction in State Aid.
	In lieu of tapping reserves, Onondaga County is taking steps to save money.

	OCDMH Work Plan Priorities for 2009
	· A handout was reviewed.  State agencies are working with County planners toward shared goals.
· Planners are looking for alternative crisis respite service opportunities to prevent crises and hospitalizations of children and adults.  Unique Peerspectives is piloting a “warm line”; phone access to peer support.  This non-emergency support line can transfer more urgent calls to Contact.  Anticipated to begin at the end of March, data will be tracked for one year.  The phone lines will be open Monday thru Friday, from noon – 4 PM.
· A handout to introduce the Clinic Access Initiative (CAP) was reviewed.  Mini-grants will be given to participating providers to cover lost billing due to training and consultation schedules.  This initiative will mirror the successful EBP in CD project that was just completed in December.  The ten principles of wraparound will be the foundation of this project.  The project will include training, coaching and a learning collaborative, as well as monthly meetings.
· A Community Planning Meeting is scheduled for

           March 23, at Curtain Auditorium.  This structured 

           brainstorming meeting will engage peers across 

           service areas and age groups.
· The annual OCDMH planning survey will soon be available on-line, and will run through March 27.  The focus of this year’s survey is alternatives to CPEP and the transition age population.

	Developing a Person Centered Recovery Oriented System in Onondaga County
	A handout and overview of the vision for service delivery in Onondaga County was reviewed.  The “Community Recovery Cycle” will depict a system-wide approach to developing person centered practices.  The newly revised five day “Foundations of Person Centeredness” training provides dialogue about recovery values, while providing tools and techniques for individualized planning.  Implementation of the Beacon managed care program will help to sustain money in the behavioral healthcare system.  Money and other resources will be reinvested in the process, bringing the project full circle.
