	Overview of NYS 

Budget Issues
	A handout was distributed.  Reductions of 2% (approx $35,000) were enacted in April.    
An anticipated reduction of 6% ($79,000) is projected for 2009.  It is expected that this will be reduced to 2-1/2 – 3% at the county level. 
Cuts may effect programs, but hopefully not residential services.
	This will be absorbed by OCDMH.
Contractors can expect a reduction in allocations for 2009.

	Routine Screening & Assessment for COD
	 A handout was distributed.  OMH & OASAS suggest that 40 – 60% of people receiving services are in need of a Dual Recovery Program.  A review of co-occurring screening and assessment procedures is planned for both mental health and chemical dependency providers. 
	Joe Scripa will contact agencies to offer support and technical assistance in efforts to improve intake assessments and screening.

	Planning Priorities for 2009
	A summation of the priority plan for 2009 was distributed.  Previously, the local planning process focused on priority areas, based on focus groups and surveys.  This year, the planning team will focus on a community review of the “priority” items, using the Provider’s Consortium and Community Services Board as vehicles for determining the focus of the items to be prioritized.  A planning calendar has been designed to include quarterly reviews for gauging progress.
The process will include outcome measures, based on meaningful measurable/non-burdensome outcomes.  
Some priority items are process based, while others are system based.  Some priorities will be geared toward specific groups allowing for different people to be involved in different measures.
	Department efforts will include, survey’s of MH, CD & DD providers, recipients, and peers, along with planning sessions and discussion with department staff and providers.
Providers were asked to discuss the                                                      planning calendar, and to submit ideas and feedback to Mat; after which, Mat will redistribute for further discussion.

Items for further consideration:

· Should the Providers Consortium (PC) meeting be used to refine the process?

· Do we need a broader range of constituents?

· Should the PC be given ownership of the process, rather than the Department?

· Ways in which to create an inclusive process, without broadening too far.

· Structure, how to involve peers and family without segregation?

· Develop a data source of who is involved.

	New at Transitional Living Services:
· Funding from NYSACRA for Autism – in home support

· Westside Learning Center – Services and employment assistance for Hispanic population

· New home for four DD adults, hope to open a 2nd home in Manlius

· Search for a new Executive Director continues

· 1010 James – new location – primarily for DD services, majority of staff has moved.

· Unique Peerspectives – seeing upwards of 800-900 people per month

Onondaga Case Management:

· 14th Annual Networking Day is September 15th
· OCM is now an approved vendor for VESID – no funding is included with this status.

· OCM has submitted a list of 22 Certified Benefits Planner to the County.  They are trained to assist with SSI, Medicare, Medicaid and return to work concerns.
ARISE:

· Has hired a new part-time psychiatrist who will work Saturdays.

CPEP:

· The new building, with 80 adult beds, is located at the north end of the St. Joe’s campus.  It will house both CPEP and a medical emergency room.  CPEP will move from their current 4500 sq ft to the 16,000 sq ft, sometime in 2010.

· As some recipients present from other counties, CPEP is in discussions with Oswego County and Auburn Hospital to address ways in which to best serve those in need
Contact:

· A new partnership has been formed with the Syracuse City Schools.  Programs will encompass 3rd through 6th grade students.

Brownell Center:

· Expanded intake hours, now from 10 AM – 3 PM.  Currently limited by space, the new building should be ready in November 2008. 
· Intend to hire more therapists

Central New York Services:

· Moving forward with electronic medical records, should be billing out for a portion of services by November 2008

· Grant for access into the jail has stalled due to no link

· Homestead SRO opened this past Spring – capacity is full

Syracuse Behavioral Healthcare:

· Implementing electronic medical records

· 720 Hickory (co-occurring housing) ready for final site visit to change from article 32 to article 28 housing, will now accept Medicare

Crouse:

· September is National Addiction Recovery Month.  

· The Recovery Event will be held on 9/13, at the Inner Harbor

· Moving forward with electronic medical records

· Continued work on recruiting psychiatrists

· Ongoing conversations with SUNY Upstate to create an Addictions Psych fellowship, working on funding, hopeful that this will happen by July 2009

OCDMH:

· SPOA Application has been streamlined, see Department website at WWW.OCDMH.ongov.net

· Wrap Around Initiative – 25 children and families enrolled. Parent partner training is being held September and October 2008.  John Cook will offer assistance in clarifying Wrap Around to families.  Getting staff trained is a high priority item.
