	Meeting Integration
	The Providers Consortium welcomed members of the Western New York Care Coordination Project (WNY*CCP) local advisory group to the quarterly meetings.  The decision to combine the two standing meetings is a result of ongoing efforts to try to create efficient and effective community meetings.  From this point forward, there will be two standing agenda items pertaining to the following: 

· WNY*CCP / Person Centered Recovery Oriented Services:  The seven county project is focused on Person Centered Practices and recovery oriented goals.  The current initiative is the Beacon Managed Care Pilot.  A collaborative of providers, recipients, counties and Beacon, the pilot will focus on managed care services for people with SMI.  This project is in conjunction with the NYS DOH and is funded by OMH and the participating counties.  Mental health and primary care will be integrated to better serve high need/high users of Medicaid services.

· System of Care: This grant will integrate child serving systems using a wraparound approach. Slated for six years, the starting focus will be on children and youth in residential settings, cultural and linguistic competence, and the transition age population.  Linda Lopez has been named as director of the project.  A plan outline has been completed and implementation will begin soon.
	

	Clinic Restructuring
	Commissioner Long reviewed issues relating to mental health clinic restructuring. The clinics in Onondaga County should receive better reimbursement and will be better able to deliver clinically necessary services when the reform is implemented by the State in early 2010. 
	The Department will be bringing together parties interested in expanding existing clinics or developing new clinics to discuss the latest developments and ongoing issues.

	Recipient Survey
	St. Joseph’s Hospital assisted our Department’s planning efforts by distributing a survey for a two week period.  Assisted by four students from Maxwell School, over 700 (69%) recipients and family members completed the survey.  The students did a preliminary analysis of the data, and the information will now be analyzed by OCDMH.  This is the first of what hopes to be an annual collection of data relating to satisfaction and service needs.
	

	Rockefeller Drug Law Reform
	OCDMH has recently submitted a Judicial Diversion RFP to OASAS.  If awarded, SBH will provide outpatient services for this program.  Preliminary work on a case management RFP is currently in progress.
	

	Recipient Transportation
	Joan Conley is the coordinator of the bus training program at Onondaga Case Management.  The program has three trainers working with up to 12 people at a time.  Fifty recipients, generally in ICM or SCM, have been serviced to date.  Approx 25% of recipients can not be transitioned into public transportation.

	Mental Health First Aid
	Pat Leone – Based on an Australian Model, Contact, OCDMH and The Mental Health Association have three staff members who have become trained to train lay groups in enhanced mental health awareness.  A twelve hour training, the new trainers have scheduled nine training dates beginning in January.

	Emerging Issues
	The Governor and State Legislature have implemented mid year reductions to State aid.  The Department has the general outline of the reductions, but has not yet received information about how the reductions will be distributed among counties and between funding and program codes.  Until that information is received from the State, the Department cannot finalize a plan for distributing the reductions locally. The Department will notify contracted providers as soon as detailed information becomes available.

	· CNYS – Closed on the Lincoln Elms 2 building, renovations are in progress.

· OMRDD – Is experiencing similar budget issues to the other state agencies.

· CONTACT – A handout describing a new training program, “Mental Health First Aid USA”, was distributed. 

· SBH - Lincoln Elms II Half-Way 30-Bed Residence will be hiring for several positions.

· Brownell – Intake remains open and is fully staffed.  The Marriage and Family Therapy program at Syracuse University will be collocating at the Brownell Center in late Spring.

· OC Forensic –The number of people in the Justice Center has been high, more people are more symptomatic, which makes discharge into the community a challenge.

· St. Joseph’s – Development of new space for CPEP is moving along, anticipate completion in 2011.

· 821 River Street – A 60-bed residence has been established in Liverpool. Looking for support and service agreements for persons 19 years and older who are non-violent drug offenders.
