County Plan Priorities
	Focused around the question, “What Does High Quality Service Look Like?” OCDMH held a community meeting, focus groups and surveys in early 2009; a PowerPoint presentation highlighted the results of these efforts.   A diverse group of DD, MH and CD peers, family members and providers contributed.  The results were included in the county plan which was submitted to the three state agencies, which have merged for planning purposes.  A copy of the plan was distributed to attendees.

· Transition Age Youth (priority needs)
· Person-Family Centered Services (A rising demand)
· Access over Quality (more vs. better/different)
· Increased Expectations (raising the customer service bar)

	Overview of NYS Budget
	Complete information on state budget cuts is not yet available.  OCDMH currently has no plans to cut local dollars to services.  The following was reported:

· DD: Locally, a 2% decrease is expected due to COLA.  OMRDD may see a 15% decrease, but it’s possible that Medicaid might be able to make up the difference.

· OMH: $310K COLA reduction, some department funding has been reduced
· OASAS: Locally, there has been a $1.2M reduction (1/4) in state aid.

	WNY*CCP Complex Care Management Demo
	Funded by OMH, the Beacon Managed Care pilot will seek to provide short-term complex case management (CCM) to 50 people who have proven to be high-utilizers in the Medicaid system.  Recipients will include those with serious mental illness, chemical dependency and / or primary care issues.  CCM will last between 3 – 6 months.  The goals of this project are to help with recovery progress and to reduce Medicaid costs.

· Looking to recruit a diverse group of new members to join the Community Services Board

· A pamphlet on Philips MD.2 Medication Dispenser was distributed.  The MD.2 is programmed to provide prompt and accurate dosage of medication for people who may have difficulty remembering to take their daily meds.  The system is monitored, and notifies designated people when doses are missed. 

· Like the EBP in CD Project, The newly formed Clinic Access Project (CAP) will implement Process Improvement in outpatient clinics.  The first two-day training was well received.  The project will involve monthly leadership meetings, trainings, and consultations with experts in the field.

· Hillside – Bridges to Health program is starting up and has 19 available slots for DD/SMI/foster care children.  30 Bed Lincoln House is now open

· SBH – Renting buses to travel to NYC for a Recovery Rally.  Since its inception, 18 people have earned NYS credentialing through the SBH training program.  Clinical Supervisory training will be held on June 10.
