	Housing Needs
	An increased focus on housing needs has prompted The Department to begin developing a detailed plan for MI/CD recipient housing.  A needs assessment will be done, and Mat will host focus groups to address the needs of recipients.  
	It is the intention of OCDMH to create a document for distribution which will outline the state of housing, and goals for Onondaga County.

	DBT Training
	Several agencies recently participated in a two day DBT training.  Efforts to increase DBT in Onondaga County are underway as OCDMH works toward bringing intensive training to Syracuse.  Anticipated to begin Winter 2007, the department will sponsor 32 slots, focusing on outpatient clinics.  OCDMH will choose the 32 participants based on a questionnaire which was distributed.   In addition to the allotted slots, agencies were encouraged to consider funding a team of four for participation.
	Agencies are encouraged to complete the questionnaire and submit it to Mat by June 15.  

	The Needs of Seniors
	The Long Term Care Department (LTC) of Onondaga County screens approximately 3000 and services about 1400 people annually.  Approximately 20% of those served have a MH diagnosis; a number that appears to be increasing.  State mandates pose challenges which restrict the Departments ability to serve in a capacity that is apparently needed.  Staff knowledge of resources for referral is limited.  Dependent on home health aids, both contracted agencies and county employees, the increase in MH recipients poses a problem for those not trained to deal with these types of diagnoses.  “NY Connect” is a state wide initiative which was intended to make lead agencies the “Single Point of Entry” (SPOE), LTC is the lead for Onondaga, but has yet to see “SPOE” materialize.
	OCMS, OCDMH and Long Term Care plan to meet to discuss what is needed to assist in servicing the MH and OMRDD populations.  Consider training for other systems, i.e. corrections and LTC staff, to make available the necessary skills to improve care.

	Planning Exercise
	An “Executive Planning Survey” was distributed.  Those in attendance were asked to complete the survey by the end of the meeting.  OASAS is submitting an RFP which pertains to recovery support services.  Should OASAS be awarded this grant, Onondaga County would be included in grant funded projects.
	

	Single Service Plan
	A pilot program, consisting of five recipients is currently being implemented.  A handout entitled “General Contractor” was distributed.  Ways in which to assist recipients, in crisis, was discussed.  Ideas to consider are a business size card, or Medic Alert bracelet which could provide necessary emergency information to assist recipients during crisis.  
A “continuity of care”, or “system of care” is needed to help eliminate fragmentation in the system.  A National Counsel on Mental Health was developed to deal with fragmented care.  A fee for service is built into the system to encourage providing extra services otherwise not covered.

	Brief go-around
	· David Brownell, OCDMH: Four Commissioners from State CD, MH, DD and Public Health Service Departments will conduct a listening tour in Syracuse, on June 20.  Providers were asked to encourage recipients to attend.  Recipient questions must be submitted in advance.   A 100K grant was awarded to OCDMH along with the Department of Aging and Youth.  “Project Reach” monies will be used to train and reach out to people in the community who have routine interaction with the elderly.  The training will include knowing when to call the Department of Aging and Youth for assistance.
· Jeremy Klemanski, SBH: Working with the NYS Department of Health and OASAS, SBH is participating in a detox reform task force.  The taskforce is currently working together toward creating a model for hospital and community based organizations that will meet stringent government mandates. 

· Jeanne Elmer, Student Assistance Program:  Work becomes more intense as the end of the school year approaches; more evidence that referrals are needed.

· Linda Lopez, Salvation Army: Recently hired another FFT for the Child Welfare Program; SA is considering adding one more staff person.

· Joanne Linnenbach, OPCC: Agency is currently working through a transition, and working with OMH to improve capacity.

· Joan Durant, YWCA: Staff member who attended the OCDMH sponsored DBT training enjoyed the 2-day session, tremendously.

· Mark Clary, Catholic Charities:  Anyone interested in more information on the Better Beginnings program can contact Mark at mclary@ccoc.us
· Mark Thayer, OCMS: Peer & Children’s Services working with DSS on substance abuse services, and cross training on CANS.  John Lyons is scheduled to present training on July 11 & 12.

· Joe Scripa, OCMS Dual Recovery Coordinator:  There are 13 dual recovery programs in NYS, four of those, Onondaga included, were asked to present recently at a co-occurring disorders conference, in Albany.

· Kim Aichner, CNYS: The SRO “Homestead” is now under construction.  The most recent Medicaid Audit for the OASAS Clinic is now complete.

· Colleen Sawyer, Hutchings: Have not been able to assist CPEP with C & Y admissions.  A meeting is planned with OCDMH in efforts to assist with plan to unfragment the system, too many C & Y being placed out of county.  The Joint Commission Survey has named Hutchings Psychiatric Center as Best in the State.

· Mark Okazaki, Rescue Mission: A couple, with history of PTSD, and domestic violence will be the first to renew their wedding vows in the RM Chapel.

· Mary Bishop, CPEP: The first four months of 2007 showed average presentations; May has seen a much heavier volume, with an average of 18 presentations per day. The Child Health Innovation Project is working on implementing wraparound services, and children’s intervention.
