	State Funding Changes
	NYS will no longer accept late filing and doing so will result in a loss of state aid.  Onondaga County must first approve state aid materials and data, a handout detailing deadlines was distributed.  Adherence to these deadlines was stressed.
	Review history of reasons for late filing, and take corrective action within agencies.

	Quality of Life Assessments
	The Department is working to create a universal assessment tool for use community wide.  The tool will be used as a summary measurement of how things are going.  This tool is part of ongoing efforts to create a data collection system that will bring together a uniform reporting for agencies who receive funding.  Three versions are planned: Adult, Parent and child/adolescent.
	

	Multi-cultural Advisory Committee (MAC)
	A committee to enhance culturally guided care meets regularly.  The committee will present on Networking Day, being held on October 5, at the Renaissance.

 The Beacon Project
	Using Medicaid data, gathered from NYS Department of Health, the Beacon Pilot Program will target 50 high utilizers, who continue to cycle through the system, and provide them with complex care management.  A key component will be bringing together mental health services and primary care. The focus will be on those with SMI and also those with dual diagnoses.   
An introductory training will be held in the Hutchings auditorium on Wednesday 9/23 from 9 AM – 11 AM.  This training is free, but pre-registration is required.  To register, contact Kathy Berthod at kberthod@ccsi.org.
	Plans for the future include researching options for placing primary care physicians into mental health clinics.  Anyone interested, or wishing to share ideas can contact Mat at mroosa@ongov.net.  

	System of Care
	With a proposed start date of October 1, the Department awaits word on the grant proposal that could potentially bring in $9M over a six year period.   Moving toward family driven services, OMH, DOH, DSS and Probation have partnered with OCDMH to implement cultural and operational shifts in services.  The proposed project would work with 80 children and their families.  The partnership is dedicated to the philosophies of the proposal which will be easier implemented if awarded the grant funding.
	

	Other Issues
	Attempts to address the managed care transportation issues are currently unresolved, but The Department will continue to work toward resolving the ongoing issue.
The county budget is due on 9/15.  At this time, there are no plans to reduce County funding; however, reductions may be possible at the State level.

	CNYS – Together, SBH & CNYS have taken over the operations of Lincoln Elms.
St. Joseph’s – Announced that Paul Caldwell will be a presenter at Networking day on October 5.

Crouse – Commonwealth has received Article 28 approval.  OASAS has approved an increase in methadone treatment from 400 – 500 beds; there is a waiting list for these services and additional staff is needed.  A satellite has been opened at Elmcrest Children’s Center.
